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And talking of drama festivals, FEATS received an accolade in the July issue of Amateur Stage.  ”Like everything else in life, the success of a Festival is dependent on the quality of the service provided by its organisers and participants.  In my sixteen years as editor of this journal I have rejoiced at some of the finest drama festivals which have bought lustre to the amateur movement.  Sadly, I have also winced as I sat through a week of a festival which was thrown together by organisers who, frankly, had not given their all and where both the quality of entries, the vast empty spaces in the auditoria, and often a less than incisive adjudication left one wishing for the demise of that particular festival.

Comparisons are odious, but the best in life is worthy of emulation.  I have attended the great FEATS (Anglophone societies across Europe) festivals which are held annually in Western Europe.  They are great social events, meticulously organised and which not only attract packed houses for a week but also celebrate the finest amateur theatre in Western Europe.  The Manx Festival in Douglas is the yardstick by which festival quality and fellowship should be measured, as all of those who participate will testify.
