Brussel’s 20km Run … Sunday 31st May

On Sunday 31st May the Annual 20km run will be taking place in Brussels.  The organisers are expecting 25,000 runners for this, their 30th Anniversary run! This will be great for the participants and spectators, but is likely to cause serious chaos, congestion and delays for FEATS players and audience members as the route passes within hailing distance of the theatre!

The run starts at 15.00 from the Cinquantenaire Park with a 4 hour limit on the run.  However, runners start arriving from early in the morning and with festivities in the Park … it is going to be busy!

At the moment the best advice would be to take public transport.  For those staying in the Schuman area you can get a direct metro to Montgomery and change to either the 39 or 44 tram to Chien Vert (or a 20ish minute walk down Avenue Tervuren).  But, be prepared for crowded trams.
For Drivers: It would be best to head away from Schuman, cross Belliard and Rue de la Loi and then do a wide arc of the area, approaching the theatre from the Tomberg area.  If you have a GPS set it to avoid Schuman, Montgomery and Avenue Tervuren.  If it tries to take you towards Boulevard de Souverain, ignore it, head off as instructed above and wait for it to change the route!!
